Scholarships, in the amount of $500 each, may be awarded at the discretion of the 
Western Wisconsin Beef Producers Board of Directors or a sub-committee 
thereof to successful applicants.  Scholarship funds will be awarded to recipients 
upon proof of completion of first semester and enrollment in second semester.   
Recipients will be notified in May.  
 
 
Selection criteria for this scholarship will be based on the following: 

 Selection will be based on involvement/participation with the beef industry 
and interest in pursuing a career in the field of agriculture.   
 

 A letter of recommendation from an agriculture instructor/FFA advisor or 
county 4-H agent.
